AT Tech Tip: How to Use Google Images to Add 

Images to a Boardmaker Activity (not to the 
Boardmaker Library)

           When you need a digital image for the student to understand the meaning of the picture, or because there is no appropriate icon in the Boardmaker library, you can use Google Images to find pictures to add to your overlays, adapted books, communication displays and other Boardmaker materials.

1. Make sure the symbol finder is not open.
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2. Go to Google.com and select ‘Images’. Then type a word or two that describes the picture you want to find into the blank and select ‘search images’.
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First select the image you want from the choices and then after it enlarges, right click on it.
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Select ‘copy’.     

5. Navigate back to Boardmaker. 



6. Select the cell you want the image to go into; creating the dotted line to show it is active.
7. Insert  the image by right clicking on the cell or by going to ‘edit’ and ‘paste’, or by using Ctrl/V for paste from the keyboard.



8. It is good protocol to include the website for each image you use. You can do this by clicking on ‘website for this image, and highlighting, right clicking (or using Ctrl/V on the keyboard) and copying the website from the browser bar.
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9. Paste these on the bottom of worksheets, at the end of a book (citing page numbers), or into a word document and then on the back of overlays.
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
