AT Tech Tip: How to Use Black and White Icons from Boardmaker

Sometimes it is beneficial to use black and white icons from Boardmaker instead of color. Some students find them visually less distracting. It is usually good to have a light color background behind these icons. (See AT Tech Tip for Adding color background to cells if you need assistance with this step.)
1. Select the silly man named Marvin to open the symbol finder.
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2. Select the settings button on the symbol finder. It has pictures of tools on it.

3. Select ‘use black and white symbols’ and then ‘OK’. 



4. Now choose your icons as you normally do.  They will be in black and white.  Don’t forget to reverse the procedure when you want color icons again. Just select ‘Use color symbols’ from the settings button (the one with the tools on it).
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
